Feeding meters — adding time to a meter
past the maximum hour limit — can get you
a ticket. Here’s how many hours each color
allows you to relax ticket-free:
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Green- 10 hours Orange- 5 hours Purple- 4 hours
Gray- 2 hours Red- 1 hours Yellow- 24 Min.
