GROUP RESEARCH:

The Hundred-Seven provides a list of 107 Historically Black Colleges and
Universities (HBCUs). From the list, select one you are interested in researching and go directly to the school’s website.

Once you have selected the college/university, use the Note Organizer below to guide your research, which will be later turned
into a visual Anchor Chart. Use the information directly from the college/university website. If you used anything else to guide your
research, be sure to save that to be included in your resources.

Once your group completes the Note Organizer, create an Anchor Chart that addresses the guiding questions.

ANCHOR CHART INSTRUCTIONS & REQUIREMENTS:
Once you have completed your research from the Note Organizer, create an Anchor Chart to have a visual representation of the

college/university you chose. As a group, create ONE chart on large poster paper and include the following items. Every category
from the Note Organizer must be included.

e Visually strong and appealing: Include images on your chart. You may print these out or draw them on your poster. The
images can be used to summarize some of your written responses from the Note Catcher.

e Mixture of words: Include your written response in a shortened format. Use key phrases, words that stand out, or shortened
responses.

o Represent the essence of your school: Keep the school's colors, mascot, and culture in mind and represent that on your
poster.

e Formatting & Grammar: Make sure your chart is easy to read, and information clearly listed. Double check for spelling,
typos, and grammar.

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Academic Programs:

What academic programs does
it offer?

Is the college/university known
for a specific program?

Which program are you more
interested in researching?
Why?

Extracurricular Activities:
What sports does it offer?
Does one stand out to you the
most?

Special Interest Organization:
Is there a club or organization
that stood out the most to
you?

This can include Marching
Bands, Fraternities/Sororities,
student governing
organizations, service or
religious groups.
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
