Under the sentence, a box has been provided for you to draw
what you read. Create a picture based on the information provided in each sentence.

The couple sat on the bench in the park. = The old couple silently sat on the bright red bench in
the snow-covered park.

Notice how both sentences from above are dealing with the same basic information, but
the second sentence provides a few more adjectives and adverbs to help the reader get
a better mental picture.
